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PURPOSE OF THIS FORM 
Note: All references to the First Home Owner Grant in this form are taken to include the Federal Government’s First Home Owner Boost Scheme. 
This form is to be completed in the event of applicant(s) for the First Home Owner Grant requiring the Grant as part of their settlement funds to 
enable settlement to occur in circumstances where the applicant(s) are not obtaining the funds through an Approved Agent. 
In this instance a licensed conveyancer may request the First Home Owner Grant be paid into their trust account prior to settlement so that the Grant 
can be made available to the applicant(s) to be used as part of their settlement funds. If the applicant(s) are obtaining finance from an Approved 
Agent and wish to have the Grant available at settlement they must apply for the Grant through the Approved Agent from which they are obtaining 
finance. 
The First Home Owner Grant funds will be paid by Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) to the licensed conveyancer’s Trust Account a maximum of five 
days prior to the settlement date. To receive the funds prior to settlement the relevant paperwork must be completed and lodged with the State 
Revenue Office at least five working days prior to the settlement date. 
Supporting documentation will be required in the form of Proof of Identification and a copy of the contract for sale/purchase.  A list of acceptable 
supporting documentation is included on page eight of the First Home Owner Grant application form. 
The State Revenue Office of Tasmania will process the completed application form upon receipt from the licensed conveyancer where this form has 
been completed and attached.  Any incomplete applications, and applications that do not have this form and the relevant documentation attached, 
will be returned to the licensed conveyancer for completion.
