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1. INTRODUCTION 

The Revised Estimates Report 2018-19 (including December Quarterly Report) has been prepared in accordance 

with sections 26A and 26B of the Financial Management and Audit Act 1990. Accordingly, it presents the 

information required for a Revised Estimates Report as well as a December Quarterly Report. 

The Report contains the following information:  

¶ Section 2 provides an update of the Governmentõs Fiscal Strategy; 

¶ Section 3 updates the Tasmanian economic aggregates and forecasts published in the 

2018-19 Budget Papers; 

¶ Section 4 presents General Government financial results for the six months ending 31 December 2018 

and revised Budget estimates presented in accordance with the applicable Australian Accounting 

Standard AASB 1049 Whole of Government and General Government Sector Financial Reporting. 

Commentary is provided on material changes between original and revised Budget estimates; 

¶ Section 5 presents revised fiscal estimates for the General Government, Public Non-Financial 

Corporations, Public Financial Corporations, Total Non-Financial Public and Total State sectors, in 

accordance with the Uniform Presentation Framework reporting requirements for a Mid-Year Report; 

and 

¶ Section 6 summarises the receipts to and expenditures from the Consolidated Fund and balances within 

the Special Deposits and Trust Fund.  

The financial information provided in this Report reflects the results of the mid-year review of the 

2018-19 Budget. Further review of the Forward Estimates will be undertaken as part of the development of 

the 2019-20 Budget. Information on risks and issues that may impact the Budget position and Forward 

Estimates in the future, but which are unable to be accurately quantified or remain uncertain at the time of 

the finalisation of this Report, is also provided in Section 4 (Risks and Disclosures) of this Report. 

Table 1.1 summarises the impact of budget variations on Key Fiscal Measures since the 2018-19 Budget.

Since the 2018-19 Budget, there has been a significant change in the General Government Sector Budget 

and Net Debt position. This reflects the impact of a range of revenue and expenditure changes, including 

new expenditure commitments made by the Government (particularly in relation to the provision of health 

services to meet increased demand) and downward revisions in revenue estimates (particularly relating to 

State Taxation and GST). However, the Government continues to achieve all of its established Fiscal 

Strategy strategic actions. The ongoing achievement of the Fiscal Strategy strategic actions remains a priority 

for the Government. The reduced flexibility in the Budget position will require careful management of new 

expenditure commitments and Budget risks, including public sector wage outcomes. 

As detailed in Section 3 of this Report, the performance of the Tasmanian economy remains strong.  

Estimates for a number of important indicators for 2018-19 have improved since the 2018-19 Budget, and 

business confidence remains very positive. 
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Major new Government recurrent expenditure commitments reflected in this Report total $367.9 million. 

These commitments include: 

¶ $105 million in 2018-19 to address demand in the Tasmanian Health Service and Tasmanian Ambulance 

Service; 

¶ a provision for increased health expenditure of $50 million per annum over the three Forward Estimate 

years (allocated to Finance-General); 

¶ $60 million (over two years 2020-21 and 2021-22) to support TasWater to begin undertaking major 

water and sewerage infrastructure works in relation to Macquarie Point, Launceston and Freycinet; 

¶ $20 million in 2018-19 to support Out of Home Care services for vulnerable children with complex 

needs; and 

¶ $5.5 million in 2018-19 to meet prison service demand pressures. 

Parameter variations reflect changes due to the economic environment, the agency operating environment 

or the timing of a transaction. Major parameter adjustments which have impacted on the 

Net Operating Balance over the Budget and Forward Estimates include: 

¶ a net decrease in Taxation revenue of $97.5 million which primarily reflects a decrease in revenue from 

Conveyance duty, partially offset by an increase in revenue from Payroll tax, Land tax and Lottery tax; 

¶ a net decrease in projected GST revenues of $72.1 million which reflects reductions in the 

Australian Governmentõs forecasts of the GST pool, an increase in Tasmaniaõs forecast share of the 

national population and the impact of revised forecasts of statesõ own-source revenues; 

¶ the impact of funding carried forward from 2017-18 of $36 million; and 

¶ a net increase in National Partnership Revenue and Expenses from Transactions totalling $85 million 

which primarily reflects an increase in Land Transport Infrastructure Project funding of $43.2 million, 

new funding for the Skilling Australians Fund of $25 million and Pest and Disease Preparedness Reponses 

funding of $20 million. 

The change in the Governmentõs Net Debt position primarily reflects the deterioration in the operating 

position together with changes to infrastructure expenditure that is partially offset by an improvement in 

the actual Net Debt position, as at 30 June 2018, compared to the estimated outcome in the 2018-19 Budget 

(Net Debt as at 30 June 2018 was estimated to be negative $622.4 million but improved to an actual 

outcome of negative $863.9 million).  

The change in infrastructure expenditure primarily reflects changes in the timing of expenditure on major 

projects and Australian Government funded roads projects. 

Information on all policy and parameter variations is provided in the Policy and Parameter Statement in 

Section 4 of this Report. 
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2. FISCAL STRATEGY UPDATE 

The Governmentõs Fiscal Strategy provides an effective framework for the ongoing management of the 

Stateõs budget position. It is focused on the achievement of long-term fiscal principles that reflect responsible 

financial management and aim to deliver long-term budget sustainability. These long-term fiscal principles 

are enduring in nature and apply across financial and economic cycles. The use of a principles based approach 

recognises that a government can, in the short-term, legitimately depart from fiscal objectives in response 

to changing circumstances, as long as that departure is necessary, transparent and justifiable. While the Fiscal 

Strategy has a core focus on the long-term, shorter-term objectives and relevant financial measures and 

economic statistics are also important in enabling the measurement of the Governmentõs progress against 

the principles.  

The following long-term fiscal principles are embedded in the Charter of Budget Responsibility Act 2007: 

1. manage the Stateõs finances responsibly for the wellbeing of all Tasmanians; 

2. provide for the future for the next generation of Tasmanians; 

3. prepare for unexpected events by building a robust financial position; 

4. improve services to Tasmanians by building a strong economy and efficiently allocating resources to gain 

the maximum community benefit; 

5. formulate spending and taxation policies that ensure a reasonable degree of equity, stability and 

predictability; and 

6. ensure transparency and accountability in developing, implementing and reporting on fiscal objectives. 

Table 2.1 provides an update on progress in implementing the Fiscal Strategy Strategic Actions.

¶ Borrowing and defined benefit costs as a percentage of 

General Government cash receipts are estimated to remain 

below the established maximum of six per cent over the 

Budget and Forward Estimates period.

is estimated to be 4.95 per cent. 

¶ Whilst in 2018-19 and 2019-20, General Government Net 

Debt will remain negative (i.e. Cash and deposits and 

Investments exceed Borrowings), in 2020-21 and 2021-22 

Net Debt is expected to be $240.5 million and 

$343.1 million respectively. This Net Debt position reflects 

the impact of the Governmentõs commitment to an 

infrastructure program totalling $2.6 billion over the Budget 

and Forward Estimates period, the additional expenditure 

commitments and negative revenue impacts detailed in this 

Report.

¶ According to the most recent Commonwealth Grants 

Commission data, the ratio of revenue the State actually 

raised from its tax sources to the revenue it could have raised 

(had it applied the Australian average level of effort to its 

available revenue base), is the third lowest of all jurisdictions 

and is below the national average.  

¶ The Government has implemented several taxation 

initiatives, which were announced in the lead-up to the 2018 

State election. These include the following amendments:  

- extension of the Payroll Tax Rebate Scheme for 

apprentices and trainees in areas of skills shortages, to 

30 June 2021;  

- introduction of a reduced rate of payroll tax for wages 

between $1.25 million and $2 million;  

- provision of a three year payroll tax exemption for wages 

paid by a business to its employees in regional Tasmania, 

where the business relocates to Tasmania and establishes 

its operations in a regional area;  

- provision of a 50 per cent duty concession to first home 

buyers of established homes with a value of up to 

$400 000 (originally for 12 months to be extended to 

30 June 2019);  

- provision of a 50 per cent duty concession to eligible 

pensioners that sell their existing home and downsize to 

a new home or unit at a lower cost, (originally for 

12 months to be extended to 30 June 2019);  

- implementation of a Foreign Investor Duty Surcharge of 

an additional three per cent of the dutiable value for all 

purchases of residential property by foreign residents and 

an additional 0.5 per cent of the dutiable value for all 

purchases of primary production land by foreign 

residents; and  

- provision of a three year land tax exemption for all newly 

built housing that is made available for long-term rental. 

¶ In response to the Governmentõs Housing Summit held on 

15 March 2018, the Government also implemented a one 

year land tax exemption for short-stay accommodation 

properties that are made available for long-term rental 

accommodation (now extended to 30 June 2019).

¶ These initiatives are designed to support more 

apprenticeships and traineeships in Tasmania, create more 

jobs in regional Tasmania, promote increased employment 

and economic growth across the State, and improve 

Tasmaniaõs rental market and home ownership. 

4. Government businesses will be 

required to deliver services to 

Tasmanians at the lowest 

sustainable cost, while also 

providing an appropriate 

financial return to the 

Government. 

¶ A key focus has been to ensure the delivery of affordable 

energy at predictable prices that are amongst the lowest in 

Australia, consistent with the Governmentõs energy strategy. 

To this end, a number of actions have been undertaken 

including: 

­  legislating to cap the increase in regulated electricity 

tariffs to no more than the increase in the CPI; 

­  extending the payment of rebates to large electricity 

customers, that have been impacted by significant 

increases in wholesale electricity prices, until 

30 June 2019; 

­  progressing the review of wholesale electricity market 

arrangements to remove the link to Victorian wholesale 

prices; 

­  completion of the review into solar feed-in tariff 

arrangements; and 

­  reviewing irrigation tariff arrangements. 

¶ The Government has implemented legislative change to 

enable Metro Tasmania Pty Ltd to operate ferry services and 

is supporting Metro Tasmania Pty Ltd in its planning to 

introduce a ferry service. 

¶ The Government continually reviews the governance 

framework and operations of government businesses with 

the aim of improving the governance and efficiency of 

government businesses.

¶ The 2018-19 Budget also included significant additional new 

and existing funding to support other entities to undertake 

major infrastructure projects, including $200 million over ten 

years to enable the acceleration of TasWaterõs capital 

program; $119.8 million for rail infrastructure, $70 million for 

Tranche 3 irrigation projects, and $18 million to 

Metro Tasmania Pty Ltd. 

¶ The Revised Estimates Report reflects an additional 

$60 million provided to support TasWaterõs investment in 

infrastructure. 

6. Public sector efficiency, 

productivity and financial 

transparency will be improved. 

¶ Since 2014, the Government has undertaken important 

financial management reforms that strengthen the Stateõs 

financial management framework and help improve 

transparency. The Financial Management Act 2016 will 

commence operation on 1 July 2019 and will establish a 

contemporary new financial management framework that will 

replace the existing framework introduced approximately 

thirty years ago. 

¶ Significant funding has been allocated to undertake a number 

of important digital transformation projects. This includes 

projects being undertaken by the Departments of Health; 

Justice; Police, Fire and Emergency Management; Premier and 

Cabinet; and Treasury and Finance. Not only will these and 

other projects result in the provision of improved services to 

the community but they are also expected to deliver public 

sector efficiency and productivity benefits.

Moderation in wage outcomes will be necessary given the 

revised Budget position presented in this Report and the 

continued priority focus on addressing demand pressures in 

key service areas such as health.

Global and national economic environment 

The global economy is expected to grow steadily over coming years, but there are continuing risks that 

have placed downward pressure on recent estimates. In an update of its World Economic Outlook 

(January 2019), the International Monetary Fund (IMF) estimated global economic expansion of 

3.7 per cent in 2018, but forecast weaker growth of 3.5 per cent in 2019, which is around the long-term 

average global growth rate. These are below the IMF forecasts issued when the 2018-19 Budget was 

prepared.  

The revised forecasts reflect growing concerns on several fronts, including over measures that may hinder 

global trade, reflecting the continued strained trade relations between the United States and China. There 

is potential for further tariffs to be applied to a wider range of products. These trade tensions have already 

negatively impacted on global trade expectations; more significant impacts may eventuate if negotiations 

do not result in resolutions in the areas of dispute. 
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In particular, there are increasing concerns over the outlook for China, Tasmaniaõs most significant trading 

partner.  China faces increasing internal pressures with declining growth in fixed asset investment, a weaker 

manufacturing sector and increased financial risk from increasing debt levels. 

In addition, weaker economic expansion is expected in the major European Union economies and for the 

United Kingdom, where arrangements associated with its exit from the European Union, scheduled for 

29 March 2019, remain highly uncertain. Warnings have been issued recently by the Bank of England in 

relation to the potential impacts on the UK economy if the UK leaves the European Union abruptly and 

without a withdrawal agreement and implementation period.  

Global commodity prices relevant to Tasmania have generally been easing since the 2018-19 Budget was 

prepared. The price of zinc, a major export commodity for Tasmania, declined quite sharply in recent 

months in US dollar and Australian dollar terms. Tin, copper and powdered milk prices have also fallen 

over this period. By contrast, iron ore prices have recovered, increasing by almost 20 per cent in 

Australian dollar terms from early May 2018. 

Over the past year, the national economy has held up relatively well, though performance has been mixed 

across key indicators. Business investment remains weak, relative to levels over the past decade, as 

non-mining investment has not increased sufficiently to overcome the impact of the winding down of the 

resource investment boom. National dwelling investment has continued to grow but some easing is 

expected in light of the recent decline in house prices across most states and concerns about over supply 

in some capital cities, such as for apartments in Melbourne.  

National exports continue to expand strongly, contributing to Australiaõs economic growth, largely as a 

result of the increased output in the resource sector. Household consumption, however, continues to be 

marginally below trend, reflecting, in part, low wages growth and high levels of household debt.  

The national economy grew by 2.8 per cent in 2017-18, marginally above the average growth rate of the 

past decade. Australian Treasury estimated a similar expansion rate (2¾ per cent) for 2018-19 in the 

2018-19 Mid-Year Economic and Financial Outlook, revised down from the three per cent forecast in the 

Australian Governmentõs 2018-19 Budget. The national labour market remains strong with a declining 

unemployment rate and increasing levels of employment and participation. The 2018-19 MYEFO expects 

a year-average unemployment rate of five per cent over 2018-19 and 2019-20, lower than in the 

2018-19 Budget, driven by further increases in employment.  

Monetary conditions remain very supportive, with low consumer price inflation expected to continue and 

the cash rate remaining at a historically low level. Changes in prudential rules in recent years have tightened 

lending standards within the banking sector. However, the threshold on interest-only residential mortgage 

lending introduced in March 2017 no longer applies from 1 January 2019 to banks that have provided 

assurances as to their lending standards.  
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Recent economic performance and outlook for the Tasmanian economy 

The Tasmanian economy has shown strong growth over the past year. According to the Australian Bureau 

of Statistics, Tasmaniaõs Gross State Product grew by 3.3 per cent in 2017-18, which was well above the 

long term trend and the highest annual rise since 2007-08. Tasmaniaõs economic performance in 2017-18 

was supported by strong business investment and international exports, with further contributions from 

household consumption and public spending.  

Household consumption increased by three per cent in 2017-18 and the estimate for 2018-19 has been 

revised upwards. Retail trade, in particular, has been very strong in recent months, at almost six per cent 

above the level of a year ago, in nominal terms. 

Business investment grew very strongly in 2017-18, increasing by over 17 per cent, and high investment 

levels are expected to continue over 2018-19.  

Tasmaniaõs housing market remains robust, in contrast to most mainland jurisdictions, with continued 

strong improvement in prices across the State and a very tight housing rental market, especially in the 

Hobart area. This is reflected in trends in dwelling investment, with investment in the 

September quarter 2018 almost 25 per cent above the level of a year earlier. Building approvals data 

suggest residential construction will remain strong in the near term.  

Tasmaniaõs tourism sector continues to expand, with a further one per cent increase in total visitor 

numbers to the State in the year to September 2018. The sector has benefited from the completion of 

some major tourism accommodation projects. The outlook for the Tasmanian tourism sector is positive, 

especially if the exchange rate against major currencies remains favourable.  

In the 2018-19 Budget, the Government outlined a program of increased investment in public 

infrastructure, including in roads, schools and the hospital upgrade. This extra spending, together with high 

levels of investment by some State Government businesses, TasWater and the University of Tasmania, is 

expected to result in public investment contributing to the Stateõs economic improvement over 2018-19. 

The value of Tasmaniaõs international exports reached very high levels over 2017-18, making a major 

contribution to the Stateõs economic growth in that year. Export earnings have remained high over 2018-19 

to date, supported by a weaker Australian dollar. The recent easing of restrictions on the movement of 

agricultural produce affected by the fruit fly incursion in the Stateõs north will allow for the reopening of 

some international markets over coming months. Conditions remain favourable for many of the Stateõs 

exporters and high export levels are expected to continue over 2018-19. 

These emerging trends have resulted in an upward revision in the estimate of Tasmaniaõs GSP growth in 

2018-19, from 2¼ per cent forecast in the 2018-19 Budget to 2¾ per cent.  

Employment levels in Tasmania remain high but have eased from the series peak of just over 250 000 in 

mid-2018. In year-average terms, 3 400 more persons were employed over the past year (to 

December 2018) than over the same period 12 months earlier. This includes an increase in full-time 

employment of 2 100 persons over the same period.  

Labour market participation has declined in recent months from the high levels over 2017-18. The 

unemployment rate has also fallen slightly in recent months, due to the decline in the participation rate.   
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Following exceptionally strong growth over 2017-18 of three per cent, employment is expected to increase 

by a further ¼ of one per cent over 2018-19, marginally below the 2018-19 Budget forecast of 

½ of one per cent growth. The participation rate over 2018-19 has also been revised downwards, to 

60½ per cent. The estimated unemployment rate for 2018-19 is lower at 5¾ per cent, reflecting the easing 

in the participation rate. 

Tasmaniaõs population has grown at around twice the long term average rate over the past year, with the 

level in the June quarter 2018 (the most recent data available) 1.1 per cent above the June quarter 2017. 

This increase has been driven by interstate and international in-migration. Given the strength of the 

economy, population growth for 2018-19 has been revised upwards to 0.8 per cent. Population projections 

for the years from 2019-20 have also been increased marginally since the 2018-19 Budget, from 

0.6 per cent to 0.7 per cent per year.  

Inflationary conditions remain subdued and stable at the national level. Wage increases remain subdued in 

Tasmania, consistent with national trends. The Hobart Consumer Price Index was estimated to have 

increased by 2.1 per cent in 2017-18, marginally higher than national consumer price inflation of 

1.9 per cent over the same period. Commentary from the Reserve Bank of Australia indicates that it 

expects national inflation to pick up gradually over the next year to reach around 2¼ per cent.  

The principal risk to the outlook relates to national household spending, given modest wages growth and 

high levels of household debt. Since the 2018-19 Budget, the decline in house prices has continued in 

Sydney and prices have eased, more broadly across most mainland jurisdictions, particularly in Melbourne. 

It is uncertain how much further house prices will fall and how households will respond but this could put 

downward pressure on household spending, especially discretionary spending, which would result in lower 

overall economic and employment growth. To date, national household spending has been supported by 

lower saving rates; this is unlikely to continue if households have concerns over the sustainability of their 

spending levels with lower real wealth in their housing assets. 

Softer national household spending would affect some of Tasmaniaõs interstate exports, including food and 

beverages and potentially building-related products. Tasmaniaõs tourism sector may also be affected if, 

nationally, households constrained their discretionary expenditure as the sector relies very heavily on 

interstate visitors.  

Risks also remain in relation to continuing trade tensions between the USA and China, as the disputes may 

continue to depress global trade and negatively impact on Tasmaniaõs exports, especially to China. There 

are also growing concerns in relation to the prospect of a greater than anticipated slowdown of the 

Chinese economy. 

Upside potential to the outlook largely relates to dwelling investment, given the strength of Tasmaniaõs 

housing market and stronger than anticipated population growth. Data indicate a strong pipeline of 

residential building work over coming months which may provide a greater stimulus to the construction 

industry, and the economy more broadly, than currently forecast.  

In addition, business investment may be greater than expected in the near and medium term as business 

confidence remains relatively high in a historical context and investment levels can be volatile, including 

from quarter to quarter. 
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4. GENERAL GOVERNMENT 

SECTOR OUTCOME 

Income Statement

The revised 2018-19 Budget forecasts:

$284.6 million deficit.

Grants 

Goods and Services Tax Revenue 

The Australian Government has legislated revised GST revenue sharing arrangements that will see the GST 

distribution methodology transition from the current principle of equalising statesõ fiscal capacities to the 

level of the highest state, to equalising to the fiscal capacity of the higher of New South Wales or Victoria. 

The states have negotiated the inclusion of a no-worse-off guarantee in legislation until 2026-27. However, 

due to the finite nature of this guarantee, there is a risk to Tasmaniaõs share of GST revenue from 2027-28. 

A further risk is that the legislated guarantee does not encompass other Productivity Commission 

recommendations to simplify the Commonwealth Grants Commissionõs assessments that were accepted by 

the Australian Government, including adopting significant increases in materiality thresholds. Treasury has 

assessed the impact of this measure and found that Tasmania would be adversely affected if it was 

implemented. 

More immediately, the risks to Tasmaniaõs GST revenue estimate in the 2018-19 Budget are linked directly 

to the stateõs share of the national population; the size of the GST revenue pool; and Tasmaniaõs relativity 

factor. GST revenue collections are highly sensitive to changes in national consumer spending patterns, 

Tasmaniaõs share of the national population continues to decline, and the Commonwealth Grants 

Commissionõs 2020 Review increases the risk of relativity volatility in 2020-21. 

There is a one-to-one relationship between variations in the size of the national pool of GST available for 

distribution to the states and variations in GST revenue to Tasmania. For example, a one per cent variation 

in the GST pool would result in a $24.7 million variation in Tasmaniaõs GST revenue in 2018-19, assuming 

that the Stateõs population share and assessed relativity remained constant. 

Other Australian Government Funding and Agreements 

Australian Government-State funding arrangements are linked directly to arrangements under the 

Intergovernmental Agreement on Federal Financial Relations (IGAFFR) agreed by the Council of 

Australian Governments in November 2008.  

Contrary to the principles of the IGAFFR, there has been an increasing trend towards more prescriptive 

agreements that include requirements for matched funding, maintenance of effort, transfer of risks to the 

states and more onerous reporting and input controls. There have also been recent examples of the 

Australian Government legislating funding arrangements. These trends impose budgetary risks on Tasmania 

and reduce the Stateõs flexibility to fund its own expenditure priorities or respond to changing fiscal 

circumstances as they arise. 

Australian Government funding presents a further risk in that the CGC assesses the level of total funding 

available to each state in determining its relative financial needs and GST requirements. Where Tasmania 

receives a level of Australian Government funding above the national average, or where it is the only 

recipient, the Stateõs GST revenue share decreases. This is explained further in the Guide to the Budget. 
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National Partnership Payments  

National Partnership Payments are provided to each State through time-limited National Partnership 

Agreements and Project Agreements, with the specifics of each payment generally written into the 

agreement itself. The level of risk associated with these agreements is generally related to the nature of the 

payments provided and the difficulties agencies face adjusting expenditure levels when they cease. 

Future funding arrangements in relation to expiring NPPs are an ongoing risk exposure for all states and 

territories, particularly where these NPPs are funding critical core service delivery functions.  

Specific Agreements 

National Disability Insurance Scheme  

In December 2018, Tasmania signed the National Disability Insurance Scheme agreement in readiness for 

the commencement of the full scheme from 1 July 2019. Tasmania has agreed to pay a fixed annual 

contribution to the NDIS, set at $233 million in 2019-20, then escalated at 4.0 per cent per annum.  

From 1 July 2019, the National Disability Insurance Agency will be responsible for delivering specialist 

disability services to NDIS participants in Tasmania. From this time, Tasmania will bear the full cost of 

providing any duplication of services and as such, this is a potential risk to the Budget.  

There is also a risk associated with Tasmania paying a fixed contribution while the full scheme NDIS matures 

due to a number of outstanding issues that will be resolved in the early years of the full scheme.  

Beyond the Forward Estimates, there is a Budget risk due to the potential for the Productivity Commission 

reviews of scheme costs to impact the State's financial contribution to the NDIS.  

National Health Reform  

The National Health Reform Agreement (NHRA) is due to expire on 30 June 2020. Tasmania continues to 

negotiate with the Australian Government for the period 1 July 2020 to 30 June 2025 based on the Heads 

of Agreement that Tasmania signed in May 2018. 

The Heads of Agreement provides for a continuation of the existing public hospital funding arrangements 

as outlined in the current NHRA, with the Australian Government contributing 45 per cent of the efficient 

growth in public hospital funding until 2024-25. However, Australian Government funding is capped 

nationally at 6.5 per cent growth per annum and any activity above the cap must be wholly funded by the 

States.  

Funding and expenditure is largely based on actual levels of public hospital activity, which cannot be 

accurately predicted. Therefore, there is an underlying risk to the Budget and Forward Estimates should 

demand for health services in the State grow at a faster rate than the Australian Governmentõs capped 

funding contribution.  
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Commonwealth Redress Scheme  

In May 2018, Tasmania committed to opt into the Commonwealth Redress Scheme, which commenced on 

1 July 2018. It is difficult to accurately forecast the costs to the State of this commitment due to the unknown 

nature of some of the variables, with the average level of compensation and the number of claimants having 

the largest impact on the quantum of total costs.  

Funding of $40 million over the Budget and Forward Estimates was included in the 2018-19 Budget, 

consistent with estimates of the cost to the State over the initial years of the Scheme. However, as noted 

in the 2018-19 Budget Papers, depending on the level of redress provided, costs in excess of $120 million 

may eventuate over the ten years of the scheme.  

Additional costs may also eventuate depending on the outcome of the Joint Select Committee on Oversight 

of the Implementation of Redress related recommendations of the Royal Commission into Institutional 

Responses to Child Sexual Abuse which is due to report in March 2019.  

There is a risk that the Governmentõs broader response to the Royal Commissionõs 409 recommendations 

will also place pressure on the Budget. 

State Taxation  

State Taxation revenue estimates are sensitive to changes in a range of economic parameters, such as 

employment, wages growth and inflation, as well as prevailing economic conditions in Tasmania more 

generally. These parameters can result in either more or less State Taxation revenue being collected.  

It is estimated that a one per cent variation in property prices would lead to a 1.2 per cent variation in 

Conveyance duty revenue in 2018-19. Other factors that impact Conveyance duty revenue include the 

strength of the employment market, population growth, housing supply, the lending policies of financial 

institutions, interest rates and both local and national sentiment with regard to property.  

Given this broad range of influences, forecasting Conveyance duty revenue is particularly challenging and 

receipts can exhibit significant volatility from year to year. 

Based on the most recent data, Conveyance duty revenue in 2018-19 is forecast to decline by $50.4 million 

or 16.9 per cent compared to the 2018-19 Budget forecast, with further downward revisions over the 

Forward Estimates period. These revisions reflect a winding back in the very strong growth in receipts 

expected at the time of the 2018-19 Budget. Conveyance duty revenue is still forecast to grow moderately 

in absolute terms over the Budget and Forward estimates period compared to 2017-18 receipts by an 

average annual growth rate of 3.2 per cent.  

This slowdown in revenue growth is consistent with downwards revisions to Conveyance duty revenue 

which have been progressively experienced in other jurisdictions since late 2017, noting Tasmania has 

historically lagged other jurisdictions in relation to property market trends.  

There continues to be a risk that there will be further downwards revisions in the upcoming 2019-20 Budget 

in the event that property market price growth softens and transaction volumes decline. 
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Other Risks 

Expenditure uncertainty  

While the current estimates reflect known expenditures and those with a reasonable degree of certainty, 

there are a range of issues which may arise during the year which are traditionally considered by 

Government towards the end of a financial year. These generally reflect the uncertain nature of the 

likelihood and level of some expenditure, particularly those associated with demand variables or 

unpredictable events such as bushfires. 

As is usual practice, agency expenditure will continue to be closely monitored during the remainder of the 

Budget year. It is generally expected that agencies will absorb minor new and additional expenditure in the 

first instance.  

Timing and Accounting Treatment of Expenditure 

The revised estimates have been prepared on the basis of estimated recurrent and capital expenditure 

commitments which have the potential to vary in either timing or accounting treatment. In some instances, 

where there is significant uncertainty on the potential impact, timing or classification of commitments or 

where proposals for implementation are not fully developed at the time of the preparation of this Report, 

the future impacts of commitments are not reflected. This includes where funding is contingent on other 

parties also providing contributions where the detail is not yet agreed. Timing and accounting treatment of 

expenditure is examined on an ongoing basis, with revisions made as they become certain. 

Funding Requirements Beyond the Forward Estimates Period  

Expenditure estimates presented in this Report are based on a Budget and Forward Estimates period of 

four years. As such, expenditure levels beyond this period are not reported. Impacts beyond the Budget 

and Forward Estimates period are taken into account in the ongoing development and management of annual 

Budgets. 

Public Sector Wages  

The Governmentõs established Wages Policy provides for the total cost of salary increases, allowances and 

any other employment conditions for all industrial agreements to be no greater than two per cent per 

annum. Consistent with this policy, the 2018-19 Budget and Forward Estimates provide for wage indexation 

of two per cent per annum. Employee costs (including superannuation) represent approximately 47 per cent 

of total operating expenditure, any wage outcomes over and above this level will have a significant negative 

impact on the Budget outcome.  
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General Agency Cost Pressures   

While all agencies are expected to deliver services within their allocated Budget and Forward Estimates, 

there continues to be a range of Budget pressures that agencies need to manage, including staffing levels, 

general increases in the cost of inputs and increasing demand for services. 

2019 Australian Government Election 

Joint and other funding commitments made during the 2019 Australian Government Election process will 

be considered in the development of the 2019-20 Budget. 

Health Expenditure 

Improving health services in Tasmania is a high priority for the Government and this continues to be 

reflected in the level of additional funding that is provided for health services. Notwithstanding the provision 

of significant additional funding, the delivery of services to the Tasmanian community continues to be a 

significant budget challenge (as it is across all Australian jurisdictions).  Further assessment of the level of 

demand for health services will be considered in the development of the 2019-20 Budget. 

Natural Disaster Costs and Recovery Arrangements  

Under Natural Disaster Relief and Recovery Arrangements and the Disaster Recovery Funding 

Arrangements that replaced them from 1 November 2018, the State is able to seek reimbursement from 

the Australian Government for a portion of the costs incurred by the State and local government in the 

event of natural disasters. There is generally a high level of uncertainty in relation to receipts and 

expenditures associated with natural disaster incidents. For the purpose of this Report, in relation to past 

natural disaster events such as the Southern Tasmania Severe Weather Event in May 2018 and the 

2016 Flood Event, assumptions have been made in relation to the level of future funds to be received and 

the timing of the receipt of those funds. Any variation from these assumptions will result in an impact on 

the current Budget estimates.  

Due to the timing of this Report, no provision has been included for additional costs associated with the 

significant bushfires that have recently occurred and that are continuing in Central and South West 

Tasmania. Whilst these fires are ongoing, the costs have not yet been finalised, but they are expected to be 

significant. The Government is working with the Australian Government in relation to the activation of 

relevant assistance arrangements under the Disaster Recovery Funding Arrangements and appropriate 

provision will be made in the Budget once the impacts on Tasmania and the Australian Government are 

understood. 

Out of Home Care 

In the 2018-19 Budget and as detailed in this Report, the Government has provided significant additional 

funding to support vulnerable children with complex needs in Out of Home Care. Further assessment on 

the number of children in care and ongoing implementation of reforms will be considered in the 

development of the 2019-20 Budget. 

Tasmanian Prison Service  

The Tasmanian Prison Service continues to be faced with cost pressures associated with the level of prisoner 

numbers. The Government has implemented a range of policies to address these pressures. Further 

assessment of the demand pressures and the ongoing implementation of reforms will be considered in the 

development of the 2019-20 Budget. 
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Government Businesses   

Government businesses are subject to a wide range of influences that can significantly impact the level of 

returns to the Government, both positively and negatively. These include market conditions, infrastructure 

investment requirements and the implementation of major reform programs. Such influences may impact 

the Budget through increased costs or reduced returns from Government businesses, and may also 

necessitate changes to businessesõ capital structure requirements. 

2018 election commitments included the proposed new Hobart ferry services and energy related 

commitments, such as the de-linking of Tasmanian wholesale electricity contract prices from mainland 

pricing and a review of irrigation tariffs. The detailed outcomes of these initiatives will not be known until 

the associated processes have been completed and, therefore, it is not possible to quantify their potential 

impact at this time. 

MAIB 

The MAIBõs operating results are largely driven by the performance of its investment portfolio and its claims 

expenses each year. The outlook for financial and equity markets can be volatile, which suggests a wide 

range of possible outcomes for the MAIB and hence its returns over the Forward Estimates period.   

Electricity Businesses  

The Government has established a review into regulated wholesale energy pricing to develop a new 

regulatory framework that will de-link Tasmanian wholesale contract prices from mainland wholesale 

contract prices. It is expected that this will be in place from July 2021. Future returns from the Governmentõs 

electricity business portfolio could be impacted depending on regulatory framework that is implemented. 

The need for clean energy in the Australian energy sector will continue to increase and a number of 

feasibility studies are currently being progressed, including Battery of the Nation and Project Marinus. If 

either of these projects proceed, future returns from the Governmentõs electricity business portfolio are 

likely to be impacted.  Any impacts are likely to be outside the Forward Estimates period, and it is not 

possible to quantify the potential impact at this time. 

Tasmanian Irrigation ð Tranche 3 Irrigation Program  

The Government has committed an additional $70 million over four years, from 2019-20, for the 

construction of a number of new irrigation projects across the State as part of a Tranche 3 irrigation 

program being developed by Tasmanian Irrigation Pty Ltd. Tranches 1 and 2 were funded approximately 25 

per cent from the State Government, 25 per cent from participating farmers and 50 per cent from the 

Australian Government. While the Australian Government has provided funding for Tranche 3 feasibility 

studies, it is yet to commit funding for the Tranche 3 construction program. Assuming the full program is 

undertaken, the State would likely need to commit additional funding if the Australian Government does 

not agree to fund Tranche 3 projects on a similar basis. 

Roads Funding  

The existing five-year roads funding agreement with the Australian Government expires at the end of 

2018-19. Negotiation of a new five-year agreement between the State and Australian Government has been 

ongoing. Until an agreement is finalised, the level of funding to be provided by the Australian Government 

and what subsequent level of matching funding is required from the State remains uncertain. 
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Royal Hobart Hospital Redevelopment   

The Royal Hobart Hospital Redevelopment is one of the largest public infrastructure projects ever 

undertaken in Tasmania. Whilst the project is being carefully managed, continued careful budget 

management with minimal scope change will be required to complete and commission K-block within 

budget. There is also the potential for the costs incurred in a particular Budget year to vary depending on 

project progress. This may impact Fiscal Balance outcomes in a particular Budget year.  

Superannuation Funding   

The Government recognises that the emerging cost of the defined benefit superannuation scheme is a 

significant liability and will continue to ensure that it manages this critical ongoing funding task in the most 

prudent way and in accordance with the funding recommendations of the State Actuary. The State Actuaryõs 

2016 triennial review confirmed that the existing approved schedule of employer contributions have 

remained at the level previously recommended by the Actuary. The 2019 triennial review is currently 

underway. The most recent actuarial estimates show that the defined benefit superannuation liability is 

expected to be extinguished by 30 June 2084.  

Currently, the emerging cash cost of defined benefit superannuation payments is met from the 

Consolidated Fund, funded partly by agency contributions and by a Reserved by Law contribution, which 

comprises the balance of the Governmentõs share of pension and lump sum benefit costs. 

A key budget risk is that the cost to the Budget will increase significantly in coming years, increasing by 

48 per cent over the next 16 years and peaking in 2034-35. The estimated cost to the Budget is based on 

the most recent actuarial estimates. The minor change from the projections in the 2018-19 Budget reflects 

a 0.2 per cent decrease in the expected peak cost to $436.9 million ($437.8 million in the 2018-19 Budget). 

In the 2018-19 Revised Estimates Report, defined benefit superannuation costs are estimated to be 

4.6 per cent of Cash Receipts from Operating Activities in the General Government Sector. Defined benefit 

superannuation costs, as a percentage of General Government cash receipts, is estimated to peak at 

4.8 per cent in three years (2021-22), followed by a decrease to 4.7 per cent in ten years (2028-29) and 

4.1 per cent in 15 years (2033-34). 

Support to Grow the Tasmanian Economy  

Growing the Tasmanian economy continues to be a major focus of the Government. The Government 

works closely with the private sector to support investment and jobs across Tasmania. This may result in 

the allocation of additional funding, providing guarantees or the forgoing of revenue over the Budget and 

Forward Estimates period. In some instances, there have been offers of support made by the Government 

that may be taken up if certain conditions are satisfied, such as the $25 million assistance package available 

to Copper Mines of Tasmania if mining is resumed at the Mt Lyell copper mine.  

Water and Sewerage 

The Government has committed to support some major infrastructure projects in Tasmaniaõs water and 

sewerage industry. In addition to the Governmentõs equity contributions of $200 million to TasWater over 

the next decade, the Government has committed the proceeds from the sale of the Elizabeth Street Pier 

and has included an allocation of $30 million in 2020-21 and 2021-22 in this Report as initial contributions 

towards the decommissioning of TasWaterõs Macquarie Point wastewater treatment plant, the combined 

sewerage and stormwater system at Launceston and upgrades at Freycinet.  

The Government is working with TasWater and other parties on these and other major projects. As further 

planning work is undertaken, there will be greater clarity on the Governmentõs financial contribution to 

support these projects. This may include additional funding within the Forward Estimates period and 

potentially substantial further outlays beyond the Forward Estimates period.

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Policy and Parameter Statement  

A Policy and Parameter Statement is a reconciliation of the major movements in the Net Operating Balance 

and the Fiscal Balance between two points in time. The movements reflect changes between the Budget and 

Forward Estimates reported in the 2018-19 Budget Papers and the revised estimates included in this Report. 

Policy Variation 

For the purpose of the PPS, a policy variation reflects a specific decision by the Government that has an 

impact on the Budget and Forward Estimates and is related to a new policy or represents a change in the 

Governmentõs existing policy position since the previous Budget. A decision to change a Budget or 

Forward Estimate aggregate, which is consistent with an existing policy, is not generally treated as a policy 

decision. 

Parameter Variation 

A parameter variation reflects changes to the Budget and Forward Estimates due to the economic 

environment, the agency operating environment or the timing of a transaction. 

Parameter variations will reflect the impact of increased taxes, grants or other income that do not arise 

because of a Government decision; and demand and cost variations in agency service delivery, including the 

provision of indexation. Variations resulting from the rollover of a new Forward Estimate year and changes 

in accounting policies, such as a change in an agency depreciation policy or where financial estimates are 

affected by a change in an Australian Accounting Standard, are classified as parameter variations. 

The classification of a variation as a policy or parameter change is a matter of judgement.  In exercising 

judgement, Treasury aims to ensure that Government decisions are made transparent. 

Table 4.7 provides a summary of the detailed policy and parameters changes listed in Table 4.8 that have 

impacted on the formulation of the revised 2018-19 Budget and Forward Estimates.

reduction in the average value of consideration paid for conveyance duty transactions since the time of the Budget.    

2. The increase in Land tax reflects the value of instalment notices issued for 2018-19 and expected impact of property 

revaluations over the Forward Estimates. 

3. The increase in Payroll tax reflects the forecast growth in employment and average weekly earnings. 

4. The decrease in dividends from Aurora Energy Pty Ltd of $4.9 million reflects the impact of the one-off Special Energy Bonus. 

5. During the Forward Estimates period, Hydro Tasmania dividends are expected to first increase in 2019-20 as a result of strong 

profitability expected in 2018-19. Dividends are then forecast to decrease from 2020-21. Income tax equivalents are expected 

to decrease throughout the Forward Estimates. The reduced profitability is driven by an expected reduction in the forecast 

prices for large scale generation certificates and forward energy prices.  

6. The increase in income tax equivalent income from the Motor Accidents Insurance Board across the Forward Estimates is 

driven by the forecast lower claims expense. 

7. Combined dividend and income tax equivalents from Tasmanian Networks Pty Ltd over the Forward Estimates are expected 

to decrease by $4.5 million, due to updated assumptions around regulatory outcomes and the impact on 

Tasmanian Networks Pty Ltd of the change to the solar feed in tariff rate. 

8. Change in GST revenue forecasts reflect reductions in the Australian Governmentõs forecasts of the GST pool, an increase in 

Tasmaniaõs forecast share of the national population, and the impact of revised forecasts of statesõ own-source revenues. The 

$22.3 million reduction in GST revenue in 2018-19 includes a negative $3.6 million residual adjustment for overpaid GST 

revenue in 2017-18. 

9. The increase in Education National Partnership Payments in 2018-19 and over the Forward Estimates reflects an extension of 

the National School Chaplaincy Program and the Universal Access to Early Education funding agreements together with a 

revision of cash flows. 

10. The increase in Environment National Partnership Payments in 2018-19 primarily reflects the reallocation of the 

Australian Government payment for Pest and Disease Preparedness and Response funding of $20 million from 2017-18 to 

2018-19.  

11. The change in Infrastructure National Partnership Payments reflects changed cash flows for projects including the 

Bridgewater Bridge and Roads of Strategic Importance. In addition, the increase from 2020-21 reflects revised cash flows for 

the Hobart Airport Interchange and Midland Highway projects. 

12. The change in the Natural Disaster and Relief and Recovery Arrangements National Partnership Payments in 2018-19 primarily 

relates to the reimbursement of costs for the June 2016 Flood ($14.9 million) and the increase in 2019-20 primarily reflects 

the timing of reimbursement for the May 2018 Southern Tasmania Extreme Weather Event ($13 million). 

13. The change for Skills and Workforce Development National Partnership Payments for 2018-19 and over the Forward Estimates 

reflects new funding for the Skilling Australians Fund. 

14. An amount of $30 000 has been included in 2018-19 for the Royal Launceston Show. 

15. An amount of $25 000 has been included in 2018-19 for the Rowing Precinct for the Tamar. 

16. An amount of $10 000 has been included in 2018-19 for the Royal Hobart Show. 

17. An amount of $35 000 has been included in 2018-19 for the Triple J one Night Stand. 
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18. The change for the Department of Education in 2018-19 and over the Forward Estimates primarily reflects revised expenditure 

of Australian Government funding together with the Stateõs contribution to Government schools under the National School 

Reform Agreement. 

19. The change for Finance-General in 2018-19 reflects funds carried forward from 2017-18 of $12 million and Natural Disaster 

Relief expenditure of $4.6 million for the May 2018 Southern Tasmania Extreme Weather Event and the June 2016 Flood, 

offset by reductions for the amortisation of the Treasurerõs Reserve of $10 million, Accelerated Local Government Capital 

Program, Grants of $1.1 million and Payroll Tax Rebate (Trainees, Appreciates and Youth) grants of $1 million. The change 

from 2019-20 reflects additional expenditure of $19 million associated with the May 2018 Southern Tasmania Extreme 

Weather Event offset by the reallocation of the Whole of Government indexation provision included in the 2018-19 Budget 

to agencies together with revised expenditure estimates for the Payroll Tax Rebate (Trainees, Apprentices and Youth). 

20. The change for the Department of Justice in 2018-19 primarily reflects the reallocation of $20 million for the National Redress 

Scheme for Institutional Child Sexual Abuse expenditure from 2018-19 to later years to reflect revised cash flow projections. 

21. The change in Other primarily reflects costs associated with the Stateõs superannuation expense and liability. 

22. The change for the Department of Health reflects Royal Hobart Hospital Redevelopment Project expenditure of $52.4 million 

brought forward from 2019-20 to 2018-19 together with funding carried forward from 2017-18 of $8.3 million. 

23. The change for the Department of Primary Industries, Parks, Water and Environment in 2020-21 reflects a revised cash flow 

profile for the Cradle Mountain Experience development. 

24. The change for the Department of State Growth primarily reflects the reallocation of $37 million in expenditure of 

Land Transport Infrastructure Projects - Roads Component Funding from 2018-19 to 2019-20 and an increase in 2020-21 of 

$30.6 million based on a revision of the current expenditure profile together with a reallocation of $20 million in expenditure
